Luke 12:56 Ye hypocrites, ye can discern the face of the sky and of the earth; but how is it that ye do 
not discern this time?  
1 Corinthians 2:14 But the natural man receiveth not the things of the Spirit of God: for they are foolish-
ness unto him: neither can he know them, because they are spiritually discerned.  
1 Corinthians 11:29 For he that eateth and drinketh unworthily, eateth and drinketh damnation to him-
self, not discerning the Lord's body.  
1 Corinthians 12:10 To another the working of miracles; to another prophecy; to another discerning of 
spirits; to another divers kinds of tongues; to another the interpretation of tongues:  
Hebrews 4:12 For the word of God is quick, and powerful, and sharper than any twoedged sword,   
piercing even to the dividing asunder of soul and spirit, and of the joints and marrow, and is a discerner 
of the thoughts and intents of the heart.  
Hebrews 5:14 But strong meat belongeth to them that are of full age, even those who by reason of use 
have their senses exercised to discern both good and evil.  
 
Would you agree that as we navigate 
through all of the decisions we must make as leaders, we need supernatural, Godly discernment to 
evaluate our choices?
